Formerly from Brisbane Australia, Narelle moved to the United States in 1998 after reaching a top 23 ranking on the WISPA tour.  Learning the doubles game while working in Baltimore MD with her husband Rob, she quickly grew a strong passion for the game.  





Competing throughout the US and Canada in national and local tournaments, she saw there was a real need to help develop the women’s doubles game on both a professional and amateur level.  With the help of Patrick Turner and Harrow Sports, Narelle and Rob launched the tour in 2007.  Narelle had several goals when forming the WDSA, to develop the professional game, to encourage more female amateur players and to form relationships with local Urban Squash programs and charities.  Over the past 3 years, the WDSA has been involved with City Squash, Mile High Squash, Squash Haven and Metro Squash, all urban Squash programs.





To further develop the WDSA tour, Narelle approached U.S. SQUASH to form a non profit WDSA Fund. This fund will benefit female squash programs, including urban, junior, collegiate and amateur.  A committee comprised of both WDSA and U.S. SQUASH Board Members will annually commit funds to designated programs.





Krizek looks forward to a very exciting 2010/2011 doubles season. With an historic tour stop in New York City named the Turner Cup, this event will have a record purse of $50,000 and will benefit the WDSA Fund and the Breast Cancer Foundation.  After losing her mother to Breast Cancer when she was only 18 yrs old, Krizek has always longed to run a squash event to help raise funds to fight Breast Cancer.
